We suggest (ISE) Triangles on a Roll Half Sq. 3" - 600 per roll or

Spinning Stars (SS030) Half Square Triangles 3" Singles- 400 per pkg.

Cutting:

Color 1– Green
•Cut 12 strips - 8½" x 8½"" x WOF. From the strips, cut 54 – 8½" x 8½".   

      •Cut 8 strips - 2½" x WOF.  Set aside for binding.

Color 2– White 
      •Cut 12 strips - 8½" x WOF. From the strips, cut 54 – 8½" x 8½".   
      •Cut 13 strips - 3½” x WOF.  From the strips.
         •From 6 strips cut 36 – 3½" x 6½" rectangles
         •From 7 strips cut 72 – 3½" x 3½" squares

Finishing:
1. Using a diagonal seam, join the 8 remaining strips end 
to end. Press seams open. Fold prepared strip in half 
wrong sides together and press to make the binding. 

2. Layer, Quilt, and Bind.

Optional edge-stitching - for pieced borders/edges,  
we recommend stay-stitching a continuous seam ⅛"  
from the edge of the quilt top.  This keeps seams  
together during machine-quilting.

Construction:

Step 1

Step 2

Layer 1 Green and 1 White  8½" square right sides together.

Top layered pair with a triangle paper. Pin paper and pairs  
together. Stitch on dashed lines using a small stitch. Cut on solid 
lines. Press half square triangle units toward Color 1 to make 
8-HSTs. Repeat Step 2 to make a total of 432 HST units for this quilt.

If you prefer not to use triangle papers to make this quilt follow the 
directions on the next page to make the 432 HSTs.

Preparation for HSTs.

On the wrong side of a Color 2 
8½" x 8½" square use a marking 
pencil and ruler to draw two  
diagonal lines and a vertical and 
horizonal line.

Layer the Color 1 and the marked Color 2 square right 
sides together. Pin layers to hold in place.

Cut stitched 8½" x 8½" squares on red lines to make 
4-4¼" x 4¼" stitched squares.

Stitch a scant ¼" on opposite sides 
of the diagonal lines.

Stitch 3 rows of 3 blocks together to complete quilt.
Press seams open.

Quilt should measure 72½"x72½" with seams.
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Construction (cont.)  
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Step 4

Assemble Single Blocks  –  Make 36

Assemble Block Pairs  –  Make 18

Cut on red line to make 8 HSTs.  
Press seams toward green.

Repeat Steps 1-4 to make 432 half square triangles.
Trim and square HSTs to measure 3½" x 3½" with 
seams.  Sort HSTs into 36 groups of 12.

Each block requires 12 HSTs, 2-Color 1- 3½" squares
and 1-Color 1- 3½" x 6½" rectangle.
Refer to diagrams below to arrange parts.
Stitch into rows and then stitch rows together.

Select 2 blocks. Rotate second block 90 degrees to 
the left or counter clockwise.  Note position of orange 
dot. Stitch blocks together. Press seam open.

Press seams toward green.

Block should measure 
12½"x12½" with seams,

Block pair should measure 24½"x12½" with seams.

Assemble Block  –  Make 9
Select 2 block pairs. Rotate second block pair 180 degrees 
to the left or counter clockwise.  Note position of orange 
dot. Stitch blocks together. Press seam open.

Block should measure 24½"x24½" with seams.
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Make 36
